1. Cllr. P. Palmer agreed to contact the county council regarding various maintenance issues including: (a) Blocked drains and ditches in many areas resulting in excess water on the roads, (site visits which Cllr. D. Morgan will attend, to be arranged). (b) The clearing of excess litter at the recycling facility in Abergwili. (c) The worsening dog-fouling situation.

2. Cllr. P. Palmer agreed to contact the Trunk Roads Agency regarding very poor state of road surfaces, particularly on the dual carriageway.

3. Since it is not within the Community Council remit, Cllr. P Palmer agreed to contact Peniel School and the Community Association regarding financing a grit bin for the benefit of the school.

4. Cllr. P. Palmer encouraged the promotion and awareness of Attendance Allowance for those eligible.

5. Cllr. D. Morgan agreed to arrange a meeting with Cllr. P. Palmer to discuss the Winter Maintenance Programme.

6. All members expressed the pleasure and pride they felt during the recent cold, inclement weather, when community spirit was clearly evident, with everyone pulling together to clear snow form the roads and ensure the vulnerable were cared for. Clerk instructed to write to letters page of Carmarthen Journal, to express the thanks and appreciation of the Community Council to the residents of Abrgwili, Peniel and Whitemill.

7. Dismay was expressed regarding unauthorised removal of the contents of the grit bins, meaning it could not be used for the safety of road users.

8. Cllr. K. Start suggested the siting of an outdoor gym for the elderly. Clerk will research availability of equipment and grants.

9. Further research has shown that a notice board at Llanfihangel Uwch Gwili is surplus to requirements.
