To welcome Mr Nigel Burgess (Head of Highways Operations, M.C.C.), Mr Roger Hoggins (Head of Operations, M.C.C.) and C. Cllr. Bryan Jones (Cabinet Member – Transport and Infrastructure) to the meeting and to consider matters relating to traffic calming in Llanfoist:
Apologies were received from Mr Nigel Burgess. 
Mr Roger Hoggins thanked Members for the invitation to attend the meeting and confirmed that M.C.C. had the 2010 budget to re-surface Merthyr Road, Llanfoist. Mr Hoggins stated that as there was now a need to renew the traffic calming measures through Llanfoist it was practical to do this at the same time as re-surfacing works – however if the traffic calming scheme was very expensive there may not be full funding available in the 2010 budget.

Mr Hoggins confirmed that this was the start of a full consultation programme on the replacement of the traffic calming measures and that Members of the Public and the Llanfoist F.C.C. would be given opportunity to express scheme preferences. 

It was noted that the scheme would consider that this is a “through route” and therefore may require different measures to a route that did not have as much traffic. Members were informed that the new design for the traffic calming scheme would be drawn up by Capita Gwent following Health & Safety guidelines.

C. Cllr. Bryan Jones stated that there had been a recent consultation in Chepstow regarding traffic calming and the M.C.C. had been careful to consider the comments / requests of local residents.

C. Cllr. E. Saxon noted that the current scheme had been in place for 6 years and gave Mr Hoggins and C. Cllr. Bryan Jones a summary of issues since the scheme had been completed.

Members discussed with Mr Hoggins many issues including the full extent of the scheme – i.e. would Govilon also be covered in the review, preferences on types of traffic calming that may be available and issues with the current traffic calming.

The Chair requested that the Highways Dept. provide a timetable for the consultation. 

The Chair again thanked Mr Hoggins and C. Cllr. Bryan Jones for attending the meeting.
